SWING-OUT DESKTOP
Follow the dimensions to cut the pieces on a

table saw. Use solid lumber for pieces A, B,

C and D and veneered sheet stock for the

two panels E and F.  First fasten the front

and back pieces to the panel with wood glue

and clamps. Next, fit, glue and clamp the

bottom strip.

A 3/4 in. x 5-1/2 in. x 27-1/2 in.
B 3/4 in. x 5-1/2 in. x 27-1/2 in. with 24-degree   

bevel on one long edge
C 3/4 in. x 3-1/2 in. x 20 in.
D 3/4 in. x 3-1/2 in. x 21-3/8 in. with 24-degree  

end cuts
E 3/4 in. x 20 in. wide x 24-1/8 in. tall
F 3/4 in. x 21-3/8 in. wide x 24-1/8 in. tall with

24-degree side cuts
